attributed to Joseph Paxton. There is a yew maze planted in 1846 and
sweeping arboretum.

At the heart of the estate is Somerleyton Hall, one of the finest Victorian
Stately homes in the country. There are views of the surrounding ancient
parkland where cattle, wild ponies and deer roam freely. This Jacobean
Manor house was shaped by John Thomas, sculptor and architect to Prince
. Albert. The hall is the family residence of Lord and Lady Somerleyton so is
closed to the public. However the exterior architecture can be enjoyed as you
% explore our gardens.
